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URBAN TOURISM OF RURAL DWELLERS (CASE STUDY: KRAKOW)
Summary: The combination of these two terms “countryside” and “tourism” is usually associated with taking advantage of rural areas or activating them for the purpose of tourism. However, it very rarely happens that tourist activity of rural dwellers is analyzed. The purpose of this article is to try answering the following question: How do the rural dwellers as the participants of urban tourism differ from the visitors to the cities who come from urban areas? With the use of information obtained from the study of tourism traffic in Krakow, statistically significant differences in the behavior of these two groups visiting Krakow in 2017 were determined. Empirical analyses were preceded by the review of Polish and foreign literature on the tourist activity and its determinants, on the urban tourism and on the functioning of modern countryside. The results allowed proving i.a. that rural dwellers more frequently than urban dwellers go on city breaks and make use of tour operators’ services.
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
