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The phenomenon of greed can be investigated from a number of perspectives. Depending on the context, it can mainfest itself in almost every aspect of social, economic and cultural life. In the age of civilizational changes, not only is it hard to define greed, but also to articulate its defining features. The reason for this lies in the attempts to redefine greed in economic science, where it is an important factor boosting the economy, and in social science, where it is treated as a natural sign of consumptionism.

The aim of the paper is to present greed in the context of the subjectivity of a human being and in the context various „cracks” caused by greed. It turns out that the spiritual, volitional, emotinal and intelectual layers are destabilized by the greed, which is initiated by the subject, thus weeding out the important role of internal self-development (especially in the moral sense). Through the analyses of Erich Fromm, Tomáš Sedláček, Michael Sandel and Benjamin Barber, greed is presented in the economic-ethical-anthropological perspective, as leading to a broadly-defined imprisonment of an individual. At the same time, the anti-personalistic perspective on interpersonal relations, which eliminates the possibility to act collectively on the basis of justice, fair exchange and solidarity, is revealed.
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
